to be an active participant
in the global economy

Every single person who buys things
regularly is an active participant in the
global economy.

Raymond started purchasing products with
certain labels, like “ethically produced” so he
knew that what he was buying didn’t come
from someone being exploited.

to tackle the “wild west”
global trade in plastic
